Being discharged June 24, 1865 at Salisbury,
North Carolina, James returned to Ohio around
Putnam and Paulding Counties. After 12 years
he headed out in the fall of 1877 for Michigan.
There the marriage of James FRAZEE and
Emmaline WHEELER was performed July 16,
1882, at Portland. Emmaline was the daughter
of M. WHEELER and PHEBA OATLEY. From
1883 until 1895 they had a family of six
children. Emmaline died October 7, 1916, and
is buried in north Eagle Cemetery.

James was a charter member of the Megarah
Post #132 GAR, which was organized in 1883
at Portland, Michigan. In the 1917-1918 year
James was Post Commander and his name
appears on the last records in 1921 at which
time the post became inactive.

Records show from year 1922 until 1928 he
was not in good health and lived with his son
Clifford in Greenville. Also records show of his
visits to the Michigan Soldiers Home in Grand
Rapids where he died August 24, 1928.
